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Council Speaker, Nkele Ntingane has a distinguished
record of service to community and political structures
spanning more than two decades. She was a founder
member of the Civics movement, the Federation of
Transvaal Women (Fedtraw) and played an active role
in the United Democratic Front (UDF).

She was detained without trial by the apartheid
government during various states of emergencies Ð the

first women detained at JohannesburgÕs ÒSun CityÓ Prison and also the last to be
released (1985-1986). Following her release, she was served with several Òbanning
ordersÓ in an attempt to curtail her freedom of movement and political association.

After the unbanning of the ANC and other anti-apartheid organisations in 1990,
she became the first ANC deputy chairperson in Johannesburg and has since held
various other positions within community organisations. She served in various
structures of both the ANC and the South African National Civics Organisation
(SANCO) from branch to region and province.

She was involved in the Local Government Negotiation Forum (LGNF) and co-
chaired the Finance and Services Transformation Committee. The LGNF Forum
was the author of the Local Government Transition Act of 1993.

Ntingane became an Alexandra branch facilitator of a student enrichment
programme, Protec, and also participated in the Workplace Information Group
(WIG) where workshops on health and safety in the workplace were held. She
served as a board member of Alexandra Health Centre and Alexandra Clinic which
was linked to Wits University.

She has played a leading role in local government structures since the pre-interim
period. She started as a chairperson of the Executive Committee in the Eastern
MLC chairing the Public Safety portfolio, then served as a Member of the Mayoral
Committee (MMC) for Municipal Enterprises.

A qualified Radiographer, she previously worked at Baragwanath, Far East Rand,
Edenvale and Tembisa hospitals.

She was instrumental in fostering relationships between the Alex Civic
Organisation (ACO) and the Endschede Community in Holland, the London
Borough of Hackney and Chicago community organisations through a twinning
relationship signed between them and the City Councils.
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
