1. OPERATION CLEAN AUDIT REPORT (OPCAR)
In line with the approved Integrated Development Plan for 2004/5, the OPCAR project is set to achieve a qualified report for the

2005 financial year.

Operational management is primarily responsible and accountable for resolving the deficiencies noted in the Report of the Auditor-

General and for ensuring that effective financial internal-control procedures are in place. This has also been included in

management’s scorecards.

The City’s plan for accelerating OPCAR implementation and achievement by June 2005 focuses on the following headline initiatives:

• Confirming the completeness of revenue;

• Confirming the completeness, existence and valuation of fixed assets; and

• Building a strong financial control environment.

Significant progress has been made on these issues in the year under review. Specifically, the projects entail:

COMPLETENESS OF REVENUE

This project seeks to determine the completeness of the City’s assessment rates revenue and to put in place an ongoing reconciliation

between the Valuation Roll and the Venus Billing System, thus eliminating the discrepancies between the databases.

FIXED ASSETS

The main audit report issue is the completeness of the land register and the valuation of land and buildings. A project is currently

under way to address this. Key activities include:

• Verification of vacant and improved Group-owned properties; and 

• Valuation and recording of improvements to assets.

FINANCIAL PROCEDURES AND CONTROLS

Key initiatives for building a strong financial control environment include:

• The launch of the Financial Procedures and Controls Manual; 

• Monthly checklists signed-off by line managers in relation to key balance sheet reconciliations; and

• Phased implementation of the ‘Control Self-Assessment’ methodology. This initiative, facilitated by CJMM’s internal audit and

Johannesburg Risk Assurance Services, actively involves line management and staff in the understanding and design of key

controls at operational level.

N 1 Previously, in terms of the Division of Revenue Act, 2002, not all grants were included in the statement of financial

performance.

N 2 Interest income was conservatively budgeted for, and the variance relates to interest on debtors’ accounts and an overall

improvement in the cash position of CJMM.

N 3 Reconnection fee in respect of water and electricity is the major driver for this additional variance. Owing to stricter credit-

control measures this year, reconnection fees are payable by each consumer who defaults on payment for water and

electricity services.

N 9 The existing policy was reviewed and refined during the current year, which resulted in a reduction in the bad-debt provision

required.

N 10 At time of budget, insufficient information was available to accurately estimate the impact of GAMAP compliance.

N 11 Budgeted borrowing occurred later than anticipated, resulting in a saving in external interest.

Growth (actual 2003 to actual 2004) explanation

N 4 Major growth was mainly attributable to tariff increases. Other factors includes the following: 

• New property development and a boom in the property market; and

• Rezoning of properties from residential to commercial property.

N 5 Service-charge tariff increases and growth at Johannesburg Water (18%) and City Power (10.4%) resulted in additional

income for CJMM. 

N 6 National treasury increased its grants to the Group for the following:

• Basic services, which includes water, electricity, refuse and all other services provided by the Group to its ratepayers. 

A portion of this is for the Alexandra Renewal Project, and the balance relates to free services which are given to all

ratepayers for water and electricity (6kl free water and 50kw free electricity); and 

• Social services, for ambulance and health care services rendered to CJMM communities.

N 7 Interest income of R169 million on debtors’ accounts was realised. There was a general improvement in the cash balance

of CJMM. Previously, interest earned and interest paid was netted off against capital charges as per IMFO standards.

The Local Economic Development (LED) subsidy is provided by Provincial government for promotion of small, medium and micro

enterprises. The Consolidated Municipal Infrastructure Programme (CMIP) grant is for the funding of bulk infrastructure. Typically,

these will be conditional grants.

Against the above 2004 balance, R330 million has been provided in respect of bad debts. Debtors’ balances have grown by 39%

in 2004 owing to a collection rate of 33%. Further constraints affecting income are:

• The rent-relief policy which subsidises tenants’ rentals;

• A 40% illegal occupancy; and

• A lack of metering facilities, which necessitates the charging of a basic fee for water and electricity, rather than consumption-

based fees.

Rates and service charges 

There are five major revenue streams that support the programmes and activities of the Municipality, namely:

• Assessment rates; 

• Regional Services Council (RSC) levies; 

• Electricity service charges; 

• Water and sanitation service charges; and 

• Refuse removal service charges.

Total billings by Revenue Shared Services Centre (RSSC) for the year ended 30 June 2004 for assessment rates, charges for electricity

service, water and sanitation, and refuse collection, amounted to R6.519 billion. R5.557 billion was collected from customers. 

In the same period, City Power billed its ‘platinum’ customers R1.888 billion and collected R1.928 billion. Similarly, Johannesburg

Water billed its ‘platinum’ customers R846.8 million and collected R876.2 million. Pikitup billed its commercial customers R157 million

and collected R114.8 million.

The RSSC also collected Regional Service Council (RSC) levies to the value of R1.522 billion, an increase of R67.2 million (4.6%) over

the previous financial year. Although levy rates were not increased, there was an increase as a result of greater turnover and salary

costs by levied businesses.

Other revenue streams include the equitable share of nationally collected revenues, which are allocated in terms of the Division of

Revenue Act (2002), and vehicle licence fees, traffic and other fines, and interest on investments.

There has been an increase in the overall City-wide debtors’ book of R2.28 billion (including rellocated credit balances of 

R403 million not adjusted in the prior year.), resulting in a balance of R9.9 billion at 30 June 2004 (consumable and other debtors).

There was an improvement in the payment level for CJMM-managed customers. The average for CJMM improved from 60.9% in
the previous financial year to 72.2%.

REPORT OF THE AUDITOR-GENERAL TO THE COUNCIL ON THE GROUP FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
OF THE CITY OF JOHANNESBURG METROPOLITAN MUNICIPALITY (MUNICIPALITY)
for the year ended 30 June 2004

1. AUDIT ASSIGNMENT

The group financial statements as set out on pages 22 to 98, for the year ended 30 June 2004, have been audited in terms of

section 188 of the Constitution of the Republic of South Africa, 1996 (Act No. 108 of 1996), read with sections 3 and 5 of the

Auditor-General Act, 1995 (Act No. 12 of 1995) and section 10G 2(d)(ii) of the Local Government Transition Act, 1993 (Act No. 209

of 1993). These group financial statements, the maintenance of effective control measures and compliance with relevant laws and

regulations are the responsibility of the municipal manager. My responsibility is to express an opinion on these group financial

statements, based on the audit.

2. NATURE AND SCOPE  

The audit was conducted in accordance with Statements of South African Auditing Standards. Those standards require that I plan

and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance that the financial statements are free of material misstatement. 

An audit includes:

• examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements,

• assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, and

• evaluating the overall financial statement presentation.

Furthermore, an audit includes an examination, on a test basis, of evidence supporting compliance in all material respects with the

relevant laws and regulations which came to my attention and are applicable to financial matters. 

I believe that the audit provides a reasonable basis for my opinion.

3. QUALIFICATION

3.1 Lack of supporting information

Due to a lack of supporting information, it was not possible to vouch the expenses or verify the balances below, nor was it feasible

to perform alternative audit procedures.

(i) Consumer debtors with credit balances

At year end, a significant number of consumer debtor accounts had credit balances totalling R464,5 million which could not

be verified. These balances were either not reviewed on a regular basis or contained some invalid transactions. 

(ii) Unallocated receipts

A total amount of R95,2 million (2003: R105,5 million) relating to unallocated receipts as per the debtors’ listing, was not

cleared at 30 June 2004, and could not be verified.
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(iii) Leave pay

The leave pay accrual of R184,9 million was calculated based on the balance of the leave days as reflected on the payroll

system. My audit established that the leave recorded in the payroll system did not always agree to the details on the leave

forms, and that recorded leave was not always supported by leave forms. As a result we could not verify the accuracy of the

leave pay accrual. Management was busy with a project to address the leave capturing backlog. 

(iv) Interest on Regional Service Council (RSC) levies

As reported previously, interest on RSC levies could not be disclosed separately, and was included in the RSC levies income line.

Consequently, VAT was incorrectly charged on the interest portion included under RSC levies, and the effect on the group

financial statements could not be quantified.

3.2 Fixed assets

As reported in the previous year, the fixed asset records for movable and immovable properties held by the municipality were

incomplete and they were not adequately detailed to allow identification of the physical assets. 

Management have embarked on a land register project in order to update the municipality’s records with the correct information,

identify and update the information of all buildings owned by the municipality and to place a value on both land and buildings.

The project has a target completion date of 31 March 2005. 

Attention is drawn to the following significant audit findings: 

(i) Fixed asset registers were incomplete in respect of asset descriptions and locations as required by Statement of Generally

Accepted Municipal Accounting Practice (GAMAP) No. 17. The physical verification of immovable assets was hampered by the

incomplete descriptions contained in the asset register and title deeds could not be traced to the fixed asset register and vice

versa;

(ii) Subsidised houses funded from provincial government subsidies were capitalised in the books of the municipality instead of

being expensed and has resulted in an overstatement of the reported surplus and accumulated reserves. The effect on the

group financial statements could not be quantified;

(iii) Fleet assets which were subject to a maintenance management arrangement in terms of the fleet outsourcing contract and

which were still owned by the municipality, did not appear on the fixed asset register.

It was therefore not possible to verify the valuation, completeness, accuracy, ownership and existence of fixed assets of the

municipality totalling R3 596,1 million.

3.3 Completeness of revenue and debtors

(i) Billing for assessment rates, refuse services, electricity, water and sewerage services

A reconciliation between the rate base used in the billing system for assessment rates and the rate base used in the valuation

roll was conducted during the year. As the reconciliation project was still in progress and contained a significant number of

unmatched properties, it was not possible to determine whether all properties and areas were billed for assessment rates and

services. Management was in the process of investigating and resolving the differences identified during the reconciliation and

have set a target completion date of 30 June 2005 for the project. 

Furthermore, properties were identified that were included in both the billing system and the valuation roll and their values

were reflected as nil or a value lower than the valuation amount recorded in the billing system. 
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Therefore, it was not possible to verify the completeness of assessment rates revenue of R2 559,9 million (2003: R2 286,8

million), and domestic refuse removal fees of R208,4 million (2003: R264,6 million). Consequently, the consumer debtors of

R2 339,3 million (2003: R2 759,4 million) relating to the municipality may be misstated. 

Similarly, for the revenue managed by the municipality, it was not possible to verify the completeness of electricity revenue of

R1 239,7 million, water and sewerage revenue of R1 646,4 million as well as the related municipal service debtors of

R1 288,5 million and R3 085,0 million respectively.

(ii) Housing debtors 

The collection rate on housing income was 33% for the year ended 30 June 2004, and 98% of the rental debtors’ balance of

R 425,9 million was provided for as doubtful debts at year-end. One of the causes was that the details of tenants occupying

municipal housing stock were not up to date due to original tenants’ details not being updated when they vacated the houses.

The houses were then occupied by new tenants whilst the authorised tenant who has since vacated the house, continued to

be billed. 

The municipal and service charges relating to housing stock amounted to R52,0 million, whilst the total charged to the tenants

was R14,0 million, resulting in the municipality subsidising the tenants to an extent of R38,0 million before taking into account

the non-recovery of amounts invoiced to tenants referred to above.

Due to the above, it was not possible to verify the completeness of housing rental revenue of R63,7 million excluding interest

as well as the housing rental debtors of R425,9 million (2003: R336,6 million).

4. DISCLAIMER OF AUDIT OPINION

Because of the significance of the matters referred to in paragraph 3, I do not express an opinion on the group financial statements.

5. EMPHASIS OF MATTER

Attention is drawn to the following matters:

5.1 Contingent liability

Cognisance should be taken of the estimated contingent liabilities of R1 048,0 million disclosed in note 49 (a) of the group financial

statements, the finalisation of which may have a significant impact on the financial results of future periods.

5.2 Credit control policy

During March 2004, the municipality suspended its credit control actions to allow for additional checking to enable the Revenue

Management Unit to filter anomalies identified from the credit control actions. At 30 June 2004, the credit control policy suspension

was not lifted with the result that no actions were being taken against defaulting consumer debtors. The suspension of the credit

control actions might negatively impact on the cash flows needed for the municipality and its UACs to sustain and improve on their

service delivery obligations.

5.3 Solvency of UACs

Seven of the UACs have debit capital balances and reserves totalling R268,5 million as at 30 June 2004, whilst the municipality’s

respective investments in these UACs are reflected at cost. The municipality has subordinated the capital repayment on loans

totalling R710,0 million, advanced to two of its UACs, to rank behind the claims of other creditors for repayment. Any possible

future write down of the investments in the UACs referred to above will impact on the group’s financial performance and position. 

5.4 Embedded derivatives

The accounting treatment relating to embedded derivatives is described in the group financial statements. Significant assumptions

and judgement were applied to determine the fair value of the embedded derivative in accordance with South African Statement

of Generally Accepted Accounting Practice AC133, Financial Instruments: Recognition and Measurement. Attention is drawn to the
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fact that the United States of America (US) Producer Price Index (PPI) portion of the derivative was not valued due to a lack of relevant

and reliable forward pricing data relating to the US PPI, and is accounted for at each year-end. This could result in significant

fluctuations in the reported results in future periods as described in note 6 of the financial statements.

5.5 Assets transferred to UACs

The assets transferred to the Utilities, Agencies and Corporatised Entities (UACs) in terms of the Sale of Business Agreements, as

well as some of the assets sold during the disposal of the Kelvin Power Station, were still registered in the name of the municipality.

As these transfers would be taking place after the implementation of the Municipal Finance Management Act (MFMA), the

municipality was in consultation with the National Treasury to obtain approval for the anticipated transfers as required in terms of

the MFMA.

5.6 Retirement benefits funding

The municipality and its UACs provided retirement benefits to most of its permanent employees through three Defined Contribution

Funds and eight Defined Benefit Funds. Actuarial valuations as at 30 June 2004 for two of the eight Defined Benefit Funds covering

the majority of the staff of the municipality and its UACs, and the appropriate accounting entries processed in the accounting records

of the municipality were carried out. Valuations for the six remaining Defined Benefit Funds which were not exclusive to the

municipality and its UACs were not obtained, and these funds were accounted for on a Defined Contribution basis. Consequently,

the extent of any deficit or surplus relating to these funds and attributable to the municipality and its UACs, could not be ascertained.

5.7 Footway deposits

A listing of footway deposits amounting to R2,1 million was not maintained and the balance in the ledger was therefore not

reconciled.

5.8 Ambulance services

As previously reported, the control centres failed to timeously submit emergency ambulance accounts to the finance department

for billing purposes, resulting in unnecessary delays in the billing process and the possible loss of revenue. Furthermore, the

ambulance-accounts were not billed from April 2004 to June 2004 due to problems experienced with the ambulance database at

the Command Centre. No conclusion could therefore be reached in respect of the completeness of ambulance fees amounting to

R3,3 million.

5.9 Internal Audit Function

During the current year, Johannesburg Risk Assurance Services (JRAS) assigned resources to the implementation of the municipality

wide risk management structure and system. At year-end, all functions and regions had completed the self assessment risk

workshops and had developed risk management strategies. The desired internal controls which will address the deficiencies in the

current control environment were identified and are currently being implemented. Under these circumstances and taking into

account the annual review of JRAS by the Institute of Internal Auditors, limited reliance was placed on the work done by JRAS. 

5.10 Overall Information Technology (IT) control environment

Information Technology Risk Assurance Services (ITRAS) of the municipality (IT Audit) have performed various reviews of the general

IT control environment and obtained management’s commitment and actions to address the weaknesses identified. Based on our

discussions with IT Audit, and consideration of the weaknesses already reported by them, it appears that there has been some

improvement in the general IT control environment. However, the Venus Command Centre reflected certain shortcomings on the

billing system which compromised the provision of adequate audit trails.

5.11 Information Technology project management

There is currently no general project office for IT, which define project methodologies. Each business unit undertakes its own projects

with its own methodologies. Feasibility studies are not always conducted to establish the viability of projects. Projects deadlines and

time frames are not set for projects. There are no standard SLA frameworks in place to ensure compliance to the City’s IT Standards,

Policies and Procedures.
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5.12 Business continuity planning

The municipality did not have a formal business continuity plan to address business issues in the event of business interruption. 

A business continuity planning methodology was adopted and will be rolled out over the next two years.

5.13 Reporting requirements

As a National Treasury pilot site, the municipality adopted Generally Accepted Municipal Accounting Practice (GAMAP) during the

current year and has prepared group financial statements. These group financial statements were prepared in line with the specimen

financial statements issued by National Treasury, which was withdrawn on 2 September 2004. The withdrawal notice allowed the

pilot municipalities to use these withdrawn specimen financial statements.

As these specimen financial statements were drafted while some of the envisaged standards of GRAP and GAMAP were still

exposure drafts, it is possible that some adjustments may be necessary in future financial years to comply with the refined specimen

financial statements once issued by National Treasury, and the accounting standards finalised by the Accounting Standards Board

(ASB). 

6. PERFORMANCE AUDITING

As previously reported, a performance audit covering specific payroll related issues as well as the effective utilisation of the suppliers

at the municipality was conducted during the previous and current financial year. A separate audit report to this effect will be issued

by this Office’s Performance Audit Component as soon as the responses of the municipality are received.

7. AUDIT ON PERFORMANCE OF THE MUNICIPALITY

An audit on the municipality’s performance measurement according to section 46(1) of the Local Government Municipal Systems

Act, 2000 (Act No. 32 of 2000) was conducted and is reported on separately.

8. RESUBMISSION OF THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS

In terms of section 10G(2)(e) of the Local Government Transition Act, 1993 (Act No. 209 of 1993), read with section 3(3) of the

Auditor-General Act, 1995 (Act No. 12 of 1995), it is a requirement that the financial statements of local authorities shall be

submitted to the Auditor-General not later than three months subsequent to the financial year-end.

The group financial statements were submitted on 30 September 2004 but due to subsequent changes to the financial statements

they were resubmitted for audit on 26 November 2004.

9. APPRECIATION

The assistance rendered by the staff of the municipality and its UACs during the audit is sincerely appreciated.

FINANCE AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

INTRODUCTION

The Group is one of the pilot municipalities identified by National Treasury to implement Generally Accepted Municipal Accounting

Practice (GAMAP). CJMM prepared the June 2003 financial statements according to the Institute of Municipal Finance Officers

(IMFO) standards, and converted the 1 July 2003 opening balances to comply with GAMAP. This will facilitate accountability, and

prepare for future reporting as is required by the Municipal Finance Management Act (MFMA ) – Act 56 of 2003, Chapter 12 Section

122 and 126(2) 

In the past, it was impractical to prepare Group financial statements, given the different accounting policies applied in the

preparation of the financial statements of CJMM and its UACs. CJMM applied IMFO standards while the UACs applied the

Statements of South African Generally Accepted Accounting Practice (GAAP).

These are the first set of Group financial statements presented, marking the start of transformation in the financial reporting of

CJMM. A firm foundation has been laid, which will enhance the appropriateness, transparency and ease of interpretation of the

statements in future years.

BACKGROUND

The following background information to the Group financial statements is provided for a better understanding of the context in

which the statements were prepared.

Within three months after year end, the Group must submit Group financial statements to the Auditor-General, who in turn must

audit and submit to CJMM his report within three months of receipt of the statements. The Mayor of the City of Johannesburg

Metropolitan Municipality must, within seven months after the end of the financial year, table the annual report in the municipal

council. The annual report must be made public when submitted to Council.

FINANCIAL REPORTING

In prior years, the Municipality complied with the reporting requirements of IMFO as set out in its Code of Practice and, in particular,

applied Fund Accounting in the presentation of fixed assets. As entities falling under the Companies Act, the UACs applied

Statement of South African GAAP.

In the current year, the Municipality has applied GAMAP to its own statements, and restated the UACs to conform to GAMAP in

all material aspects of the consolidation.

The most significant impact of the adoption of GAMAP on CJMM, has been a material upward restatement of fixed assets by R583

million. The most significant impact on the UACs has been the transfer of R403 million of deferred income included in long-term

liabilities to reserves.

SUBORDINATION OF LOANS TO UACs

In the sale of business agreements transacted between CJMM and City Power and Johannesburg Water respectively, a clause is

included to the effect that, should the UAC be deemed by its auditors to require the subordination of its loan account with CJMM,

the Municipality will be obligated to subordinate such loan for as long as, in the opinion of the auditor, it is considered necessary.

Currently, the Water loan account of R650 million is subordinated. In addition, in 2003, Council approved the subordination of

R60 million of the Pikitup loan of R81 million.
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For the year ended June 2004, Johannesburg Zoo, Joburg Property Company and Metropolitan Trading Company had liabilities

exceeding assets. To support the preparation of the annual financial statements on a going-concern basis, CJMM issued letters of

comfort to the above UACs auditors pledging the Municipality’s continued support.

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies followed by CJMM comply with GAMAP. Where no GAMAP statement is available from National Treasury

guidelines, the Municipality has complied with Generally Recognised Accounting Practice (GRAP). 

THE FUTURE

At present, the Group is a GAMAP pilot site, and has prepared the financial statements based on GAMAP. The Accounting

Standards Board is preparing Statements of GRAP. Municipalities fall within the scope of GRAP and, as GRAP develops, the

Municipality is moving from GAMAP to GRAP. 

In setting standards, the Board is taking into account all relevant factors, including:

• the best accounting practices both locally and internationally;

• the relevant institution’s capacity to comply with the standards at this time.

The standards set will promote transparency in, and effective management of, revenue, expenditure, assets and liabilities of the

institution to which these standards apply.

CAPITAL EXPENDITURE AND FINANCING

The Council approved a revised capital budget (2003/2004) during April 2004, reducing it from R1.585 billion to R1.502 billion

(R600 million in respect of CJMM and R902 million in respect of UACs). 

It became necessary to revise the capital budget for the following reasons:

• Projects cancelled/postponed as a result of the failure to secure counter-funding agreements from third parties;

• Unforeseen obstacles encountered during construction;

• Projects for which approval was obtained after the commencement of the financial year;

• Provision for counter-funding of third-party projects initiated in the current year;

• Delayed commencement of projects owing to delays in the tender and approval process;

• Unforeseen damage to Group assets;

• Unbudgeted projects that would benefit the revenue of the Group;

• Planning and investigations that were not complete in time for the budget process;

• Urgent projects for which funds were not available at time of budget; and

• The removal of projects from the capital budget, or decrease in provision, as it was clear that a project would not take place or

would not incur costs to the extent that was provided for in the budget.
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EMPLOYEE-RELATED MATTERS

REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR: 
FINANCE AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT continued

2004/05 BUDGET

In conjunction with National Treasury, the Group is a pilot municipality for the implementation of budget and other financial

management reforms through the Municipal Finance Management Technical Assistance Programme (MFMTAP). The programme

reforms originated from the establishment of the Constitution, the Municipal Structures Act, the Municipal Systems Act, the

Municipal Finance Management Act and GAMAP/GRAP.

A steering committee was established to: 

• monitor the performance of the project; 

• to provide guidance; 

• to ensure that the requirements are met and activities are carried out to meet the needs of the Municipality; and 

• to demonstrate the Municipality’s commitment to implementing the national reforms.

TARIFF OVERVIEW

Tariffs are part and parcel of a long-term economic development plan that will deliver a city that is effectively and efficiently run,

with well-maintained facilities and a smooth service delivery to the populace. The City’s primary concern in setting tariffs is

affordability to its citizens. The City is also affected by external factors such as inflation and other increases in input costs,

employment levels, national government policies, and international factors. 

Historically, the City has been conservative in its annual review of tariffs, absorbing cost increases in excess of tariff increases in

some years.

As regards electricity, residential tariffs rose by 12% for lifeline tariff, 4.5% for a two-part flat tariff and 4.5% for a two-part seasonal

tariff. The business tariff increased between 0.5%-3.5%. 

UNBILLED STANDS

One of the major initiatives at present, is a project to address the ‘revenue gap’, referring to unbilled and under-billed properties.

The major causes are: the illegal use of property; incomplete information; and new property development.

BUDGET

Domestic customers will see a shift towards more cost-reflective tariffs, resulting in higher rates. Large and industrial customers will

experience a decline in tariffs over the phase-in period.

Highlights of the budget are:

• Water and sanitation tariffs increased by 9% for both domestic and commercial customers during the 2004/05 financial year. 

• Refuse removal increased by 5.5% on average for residential customers. The proposed increase in tariffs is projected to increase

domestic revenue by R13 million to R133 million, and disposal revenue by R0.6 million to R11.5 million, excluding the subsidy

from the City, for the 2004/05 financial year; 

• Budgeted assessment rates increased by 8.5%. The increase of the general rate in the Rand to 10.88 cents will provide an

income of some R2.732 billion. This rate is to be levied in terms of Section 21 of the Ordinance for the year 1 July 2004 to

30 June 2005. As part of its social package, the City also grants a 100% rebate to customers with property values that are

R20 000 and less. For the 2004/05 financial year, approximately 292 000 residents will benefit. Income forgone through this

initiative is about R215 million; 

• In addition to this, an extra 40% remission for pensioners with land values that are R500 000 and less is granted. Nearly

4 000 pensioners will benefit, and the income forgone will be approximately R14 million; and

• Minor tariffs increased by 5.5%. 
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EXTERNAL LOANS

Outstanding external loans on 30 June 2004 amounted to R4.974 billion (2003: R4.058 billion) as set out in Appendix A. 

During the year, additional external loans of R2.397 billion (2003: R619.5 million) were received. Loans totalling R1.481 billion

(2003: R383.9 million) were repaid or written off.

BOND ISSUE

CJMM successfully launched its inaugural 6-year municipal bond issue, the COJ01, of R1 billion on 6 April 2004. The COJ01 was

oversubscribed at 1.5 times. Coupon was set at 11.95%, priced at 230 basis points over the R153 Government bond. Interest is

payable biannually in arrear on 13 April and 13 October each year, with first payment made on 13 October 2004. The bond

matures on 13 April 2010.

CJMM issued its second bond, COJ02, a 12-year partially guaranteed bond of R1 billion on 30 June 2004. Coupon was set at

11.90%, which was 164 basis points above the R157 Government bond. Interest is payable biannually in arrear on 15 March and

15 September each year. The first payment will be made on 15 September 2004. The bond will mature on 15 September 2016.

A partial guarantee (40% of the bond) is provided by the Development Bank of South Africa and the International Finance

Corporation.

Loan information is disclosed in note 14 to the Group financial statements.

INVESTMENTS

Investment information is disclosed in note 5 to the Group financial statements.

EMBEDDED DERIVATIVE

In terms of AC133, City Power has recognised an ‘Embedded Derivative’, implicit in its power-supply agreement with a third party

as described in note 6 to the notes to the financial statements. The assumptions made regarding the future US and South African

Producer Price Indices, as well as the Rand/US Dollar exchange rate, could result in material fluctuations in the reported results of

future periods.

The risk was brought to the attention of the Group Asset and Liability Management committee during November 2004.

City Power, with the assistance of CJMM’s Share Sholder Unit, has undertaken to negotiate with the third party, with the intention

of limiting this risk, and to report to Council on the final outcome.

CASH POSITION

Primarily as a result of the bond issues, a significant growth in liquidity was experienced in the current year. 

Treasury reported a cash closing balance of R929 million at the end of June 2004. This amount included cash equivalents totalling

R826 million. 
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ASSET MANAGEMENT

The asset registers have been reconstructed to comply with the requirements of GAMAP. Asset-management policies, procedures

and processes were also reviewed for compliance with GAMAP; this will be ongoing. The new format has been reported as per

Appendices B and C. 

Assets are recorded at cost and are not revalued. 

CJMM has initiated projects to ensure the completeness of the moveable assets register and the land register. The projected

completion date is June 2005.

RISK MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE AND STRATEGY

To ensure optimal business as well as cost effectiveness, the Group Asset and Liability Management Committee (ALCo) also serves

as the Risk Management Committee (RiskCo).

The wide areas of ALCo’s responsibilities enable it to consider the most optimal risk-mitigation measures in an integrated and holistic

manner.

The ALCo/RiskCo operates within the guidelines of an approved Risk Management Framework; Plan and Risk Financing Policy

and strategy manuals.

The ALCo/RiskCo has, during the year under review, considered, evaluated and determined, among others, the following:

• Risk appetite;

• Risk-event tolerance;

• Risk-financing structures and risk financing retention levels, presented in the form of bell curves and scatter diagrams;

• Alternative risk-financing instrument results; and

• Claim experiences as well as risk-mitigation measures and results.

The Executive Director: Finance and Economic Development is the chairperson of the ALCo/RiskCo and, in co-operation with

the committee members, determines areas that requires specific attention.

The UACs also have their own RiskCos, and a Group Physical Risk Management Operational Forum (PROF) meets on a monthly basis

to consider and address operational and day-to-day requirements.

RISK FINANCING (INSURANCE) CLAIMS

CJMM’s risk financing structures include a self-insured layer (to cater generally for high-volume and low-impact losses/incidents). It

is formally underwritten by a registered specialist insurer, in the format of a contingency policy. In addition, there is a conventional

layer, underwritten in local as well as international markets, to cater mainly for catastrophe losses.
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During the period under review, the main categories of claims (in Rand) were the following:

Claim type Highest single claim (R) Average claim (R)

Public liability 3 508 771 89 232 

Theft of assets 717 521 45 339 

Damage to assets 3 050 000 133 013 

The following risk-mitigation and -control measures were, among others, considered, implemented and continuously managed in

an effort to reduce the impact of these claims in future:

Public liabilities

• Identification of potential causes of liability risks and implementation of corrective measures;

• Identification of risks caused by CJMM’s activities that could have an impact on members of the public’s health and safety, and

the purposeful management of these risks;

• Repudiation of claims resulting from pure negligence; and

• Ongoing risk-awareness programmes.

Theft

• Improved physical security measures and safeguarding of Group-owned assets;

• Identification of the causes of theft and implementation of remedial actions;

• Proactive and reactive physical risk-assessments with risk-mitigation proposals to the business units; and 

• Ongoing risk-awareness programmes.

Assets

• Improved preventative maintenance to reduce the impact of maintenance-related losses;

• Recovery of losses caused by third parties, i.e. damages to street lights, traffic signals, etc; and

• Ongoing risk-awareness programmes. 

WATER AND ELECTRICITY DISTRIBUTION LOSSES

The following unaccounted-for loss percentages on water and electricity were incurred:

REGIONAL ELECTRICITY DISTRIBUTION SERVICES (REDs)

In accordance with the Cabinet decision of May 2001, the restructuring of South Africa’s Electricity Distribution Industry (EDI)

envisages the formation of six REDs, each of which will operate as an independent electricity distribution company, responsible for

providing power within its region. These REDs will incorporate all electricity distribution businesses currently owned by municipalities

and Eskom, including maintenance, billing, human resources, finances etc. Municipalities are expected to ‘ring-fence’ and transfer

their electricity distribution activities to the new REDs. 

In terms of the policy adopted on the EDI restructuring, it is envisaged that municipalities shall not suffer a financial loss as a result

of the restructuring. Municipalities will have shareholding in the respective REDs in terms of the proportion of assets the municipality

contributed to the REDs. National government has also indicated its willingness to consider compensating municipalities for profits

that may be lost through the implementation of the EDI restructuring process.
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REPORT OF THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR:

In this regard, the Group and its electricity distribution utility, City Power, decided to take a proactive approach to the process and

have set up a Steering Committee to lead the process by, inter alia:

• Looking at the financial implications of the introduction of the REDs for the City;

• Analysing the impact of the restructuring on the operations of the City and City Power;

• Developing strategies to ensure minimal disruptions to operations and continued service delivery; and

• Ensuring that the process is taken forward in a well-planned and well-managed manner.

CREDIT RATING UPGRADE

In 1999, the City appointed Fitch Ratings to conduct a solicited rating, resulting in a BBB+ long-term and F2 short-term rating, both

on a national scale. This rating was reaffirmed in 2000 and 2001.

On 3 July 2003, Fitch Ratings upgraded the City’s ratings from BBB+ to A- long-term and F2 reaffirmed short-term.

In April 2004, Fitch Ratings reaffirmed the City’s long-term rating at A- and short-term rating at F2, stable outlook. Fitch Ratings

rated the COJ02 Bond at AA.

CA Ratings, the City’s second rating agency, also reaffirmed the rating of the City: long-term zaA and short-term zaA2, stable

outlook. 

AUDIT COMMITTEE

In terms of a Council Resolution of 19 February 2001, the Audit Committee was established and an Audit Committee Charter was

approved.

The committee serves as a link between the Council, departmental heads, and internal and external auditors. The committee held

meetings on 11 August 2003, 3 November 2003, 10 February 2004, 17 May 2004 and 22 June 2004. During these meetings, risk

areas were identified, internal control measures were evaluated, and the implementation of corrective measures was monitored. The

committee is considered as a tool to effectively monitor executive management, and ensure continued communication and

increased awareness of risk- and integrity-related issues.

The composition of the Audit Committee is as follows:

• Chairperson – member from the private sector/community;

• Two additional members from the private sector/community; and

• One Councillor who is not a member of the Mayoral Committee.

1 ACCOUNTING POLICIES

BASIS OF PREPARATION

These financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Statements of Generally Recognised Accounting Practice as

well as applicable standards of GAMAP issued by the Accounting Standards Board in accordance with Section 55(1)(b), 89 and

91(1)(b) of the Public Finance Management Act (Act No.1 of 1999) and Municipal Finance Management Act (Act 56 of 2003).

In the preparation of these financial statements, reference has been made to the specimen financial statements released by

National Treasury in April 2004.

The principal accounting policies, adopted in the preparation of these financial statements are set out below. In prior years,

accounting policies conformed with those imposed by the Code of Practice (1992) issued by IMFO and, consequently, opening

balances as at 1 July 2003 have been restated to comply with current policies.

The group financial statements represent the consolidated financial position, operating results, and cash flow information of

CJMM and its UACs. UACs are companies over which the Group exercises control. The results of these subsidiaries are included

from the effective date of control, until the effective date of cessation of control. 

At present, the Group is a GAMAP pilot site and has prepared the financial statements based on GAMAP. The Accounting

Standards Board, as mentioned, is preparing Statements of GRAP. Municipalities fall within the scope of GRAP and, as GRAP is

developed, the municipality will move from GAMAP to GRAP. 

BASIS OF CONSOLIDATION 

Investment in subsidiaries

Subsidiaries are those entities over whose financial and operating policies the Group has the power to exercise control, so as to

obtain benefits from their activities.

The group financial statements incorporate the assets, liabilities and results of the operations of the municipality and its

subsidiaries. The results of subsidiaries acquired and disposed of during a financial year are included from the effective dates of

acquisition and to the effective dates of disposal. Where necessary, the accounting policies of subsidiaries are changed to ensure

consistency with the policies adopted by the Group.

Transactions eliminated on consolidation

Intra-group balances and transactions, and any unrealised gains or losses arising from intra-group transactions, are eliminated

in preparing the consolidated financial statements. 

Goodwill and negative goodwill

Goodwill is any excess of the cost of an acquisition over the Group’s interest in the fair value of the identifiable assets and

liabilities acquired.
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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS continued

Goodwill is carried at cost, less accumulated amortisation and accumulated impairment losses. Goodwill is amortised on a

straight-line basis over its estimated useful life. Where the estimated useful life exceeds twenty years, annual impairment reviews

are conducted to determine any impairment loss.

Negative goodwill arising on an acquisition represents any excess of the fair value of the Group’s share of the identifiable net

assets acquired over the cost of the acquisition. To the extent that negative goodwill relates to an expectation of future losses

and expenses that are identified in the plan of acquisition and can be measured reliably, but which do not represent identifiable

liabilities at the date of acquisition, it is recognised in the statement of financial performance when the future losses and

expenses are recognised. Any remaining negative goodwill, not exceeding the fair values of the non-monetary assets acquired,

is recognised in the statement of financial performance over the weighted average useful life of those assets. The balance of

negative goodwill in excess of the fair values of the non-monetary assets acquired is recognised immediately in the statement

of financial performance.

HOUSING DEVELOPMENT FUND 

The Housing Development Fund was established in terms of the Housing Act, (Act No. 107 of 1997). Loans from National and

Provincial Government, used to finance housing developments undertaken by the Municipality, were extinguished on 1 April 1998

and transferred to the Housing Development Fund. Housing developments, both completed and in progress as at 1 April 1998,

were also transferred to the Housing Development Fund. In terms of the Housing Act, all proceeds from housing developments,

which include rental income and sale of houses, must be paid into the Housing Development Fund. Monies standing to the

credit of the Housing Development Fund can be used only to finance housing developments within the municipal area subject

to the approval of the Provincial MEC responsible for housing.

RESERVES

Asset Financing Reserve (AFR)

In order to finance the provision of infrastructure and other items of property, plant and equipment from internal sources,

amounts are transferred from the unappropriated surplus to the AFR. The cash in the designated AFR bank account should be

used only to finance items of property, plant and equipment; but, if utilised for any other purpose, the AFR is reduced by a

corresponding amount. The amount transferred to the AFR is based on the Municipality’s need to finance future capital projects

included in the Integrated Development Plan.

Future Depreciation Reserves (FDRs): self-funding

When items of property, plant and equipment are financed using the AFR cash resources, a corresponding transfer is made from

the AFR to a FDR. When these items of property, plant and equipment are depreciated, a transfer is made from the FDR to the

unappropriated surplus. The purpose of this policy is to promote community equity through the elimination of duplicate charges

to Community Wealth. When an item of property, plant and equipment financed from the AFR is disposed of, the balance in

the FDR relating to such item is transferred to the unappropriated surplus.

FDRs: government grants, public contributions and donations

When items of property, plant and equipment are financed from government grants or public contributions and donations, a

corresponding transfer is made from the unappropriated surplus to a FDR. When such items of property, plant and equipment

are depreciated, a transfer is made from the FDR to unappropriated surplus. The purpose of this policy is to promote community

equity and facilitate budgetary control by ensuring that sufficient funds are set aside to offset the depreciation charges that will

be incurred over the estimated useful life of the item of property, plant and equipment. When an item of property, plant and

equipment financed from government grants, public contributions or donations is disposed of, the balance in the FDR relating

to such item is transferred to the unappropriated surplus.

Compensation for Occupational Injuries and Diseases (COID) reserve

CJMM is mandated by the COID Commissioner to establish its own fund and to administer this fund in terms of the COID Act.
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NOTES TO THE FINANCIAL STATEMENTS continued

Contribution to the COID fund is 0.75% of the salary bill, whilst expenditure is mainly for the compensation of occupational

injuries and diseases. 

PROPERTY, PLANT AND EQUIPMENT 

Property, plant and equipment is stated at cost less accumulated depreciation. Heritage assets (included in property plant and

equipment), defined as culturally significant resources, are not depreciated owing to the uncertainty regarding their estimated

useful lives. Similarly, land is not depreciated as it is deemed to have an indefinite life.

Major improvements to buildings, plant and equipment are capitalised. Maintenance and repairs are expensed as incurred.

Depreciation is calculated on carrying value, using the straight-line method over the estimated useful lives of the assets. The

annual depreciation rates are based on the following estimated asset lives:

TAXATION

Deferred taxation

Deferred taxation is accounted for on the comprehensive basis in respect of all material temporary differences arising

between the accounting and taxation treatment of income and expenditure items. Account is taken of deferred taxation

arising from taxation losses only where the recovery of such losses, in the opinion of senior management, is assured beyond

reasonable doubt. 

Income tax

Current taxation comprises tax payable calculated on the basis of the expected taxable income for the period, using the taxation

rates applicable at the statement of financial position date, and any adjustment of taxation payable for previous years. Taxation

is provided for only in the companies where the Income Tax Act is applicable.

INVESTMENTS IN SUBSIDIARIES

These investments in subsidiaries (UACs) are stated at cost. Where investments have been impaired, this is recognised as an

expense in the period in which the impairment is identified. Group financial statements have accounted for the Municipality’s

share of net assets and post-acquisition results of these investments.

LEASES

Leases are classified as finance leases where substantially all the risks and rewards associated with ownership of an asset are

transferred to the Group. Finance leases are capitalised at the estimated present value of the underlying lease payments. Each

lease payment is allocated between the liability and finance charge so as to achieve a constant rate on the finance balance

outstanding. The corresponding rental obligations, net of finance charges, are included in interest-bearing borrowings. The

interest element of the finance charges is charged to the statement of financial performance over the lease period. The property,

plant and equipment acquired under finance lease contracts are depreciated over the useful lives of the assets.

Leases of assets under which all risks and benefits of ownership are effectively retained by the lessor are classified as operating

leases. Payments made under operating leases are charged to the statement of financial performance on a straight-line basis

over the period of the lease. When an operating lease is terminated before the lease period has expired, any payment required

to be made to the lessor by way of penalty is recognised as an expense in the period in which termination takes place.

INVENTORIES 

Consumable stores, raw materials, work-in-progress and finished goods are valued at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

In general, the basis of determining cost is the first-in, first-out method. 

Redundant and slow-moving inventories are identified and written down with regard to their estimated economic or realisable

values. Consumables are written down with regard to their age, condition and utility. Cost of inventories includes costs of

purchase, conversion and other costs. 

ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE 

Accounts receivable are carried at anticipated realisable value. An estimate is made for doubtful receivables based on a review

of all outstanding amounts at year end.

REVENUE RECOGNITION 

Assessment rates income is recognised once a rates assessment has been issued to ratepayers. Adjustments or interim rates are

recognised once the Municipal Valuator has valued the change to properties. Interest charges are recognised after each payment

interval has elapsed.

Service charges relating to electricity and water are based on consumption. Meter readings are made on a quarterly basis and

are recognised as revenue when invoiced. Provisional estimates of consumption are made monthly where meter readings have

not been performed. The provisional estimates of consumption are recognised as revenue when invoiced. Adjustments to

provisional estimates of consumption are made in the invoicing period in which meters have been read. These adjustments are

recognised as revenue in the invoicing period.

Revenue from the sale of electricity pre-paid meter cards is recognised at the point of sale and not when pre-paid electricity is

consumed.

Revenue from the sale of goods is recognised when the risk and rewards of ownership are passed to the consumer.

Revenue arising from the application of the approved tariff of charges is generally recognised when the relevant service is

rendered.

Interest and rentals are recognised on a time-proportion basis.

Revenue from spot fines is recognised when payment is received, and the revenue from the issuing of summonses is  recognised

when collected.

Revenue from Regional Service Levies is recognised on the payment-due basis. Where declarations have not been submitted,

estimated levies based on average data are accrued. Estimates are reviewed regularly to ensure that average data are

appropriate.

Conditional grants are recognised as revenue when all conditions associated with the grant have been met. Where grants have

been received but the entity has not met the conditions, a liability is raised. Other grants are recognised upon receipt.

SEGMENTAL INFORMATION 

Segmental information on property, plant and equipment as well as income and expenditure is set out in Appendices C and D

based on the International Government Financial Statistics classifications and the budget formats prescribed by National

Treasury. The Municipality operates solely in its area of jurisdiction as determined by the Demarcation Board.

PROVISIONS

Provisions are recognised when the Group has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events and it is

probable that an outflow of resources embodying economic benefits will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable

estimate of the provision can be made. Provisions are reviewed at each statement of financial position date and adjusted to

reflect the current best estimate.

CASH AND CASH EQUIVALENTS

Cash includes cash on hand and cash with banks. Cash equivalents are investments with maturities of three months or less,

subject to an insignificant risk of change in value, that are held with registered banking institutions. These cash reserves are

available in CJMM.

For the purposes of the cash flow statement, cash and cash equivalents comprise cash on hand, deposits held on call with banks

and investments in financial instruments, net of bank overdrafts.

POST-EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS

Pension funds

CJMM and related UACs provide defined benefit and defined contribution retirement benefit plans for the benefit of

employees. These plans are funded by the employees and the employers in the Group, taking into account the

recommendations of the independent actuaries where relevant. The Group also provides gratuity plans and subsidies after

retirement for medical aid contributions and housing costs. These plans are partly unfunded, except that in respect of the UACs

a portion of the cost may be recovered from CJMM.

Defined contribution plans

The Group’s funding of defined contribution plans is charged to the statement of financial performance in the same period as

the related service is provided.

Defined benefit plans

The Group provides defined benefit plans in respect of retirement benefits, gratuities and subsidisation of medical aid

contributions and housing costs after retirement for qualifying employees.

The amount recognised in the statement of financial position represents the present value of the defined benefit obligations,

calculated by using the projected unit credit method, and reduced by the fair value of plan assets, where relevant. The amount

of any surplus recognised is limited to the present value of any available refunds and reduction in future contributions for the

employers in the Group. To the extent that there is uncertainty as to the entitlement to the surplus, no asset is recognised.

Actuarial gains and losses are recognised immediately in income or expense in the period in which they arise. Past service costs

are recognised immediately once the benefits are vested; otherwise they are recognised when it is probable that the expense

will be incurred.

Post-retirement medical benefits 

The Group operates a number of employee medical schemes. The Group provides post-retirement medical benefits to some

employees. The liability for these benefits up to the date of the formation of the UACs has been assumed by CJMM. These are

charged to the statement of financial performance in the year of payment. The expected costs of these benefits are accrued

over the period of employment. Valuations of these obligations are carried out by independent actuaries.

BORROWING COSTS

Interest costs are charged against income in the period in which they are incurred.

INTANGIBLE ASSETS

Intangible assets comprise goodwill, software and servitudes and are shown at cost, less accumulated amortisation and

accumulated impairment losses. 

Goodwill represents the premium of the cost, to the UACs, of their corporatisation, over the fair value of the net assets acquired

from CJMM on corporatisation. Goodwill is amortised on a straight-line basis over 10 years. 

Software is amortised on a straight-line basis over its anticipated useful life. 

Servitudes are not amortised.

Generally, costs associated with developing computer software programs are recognised as an expense as incurred. However,

costs that are clearly associated with an identifiable and unique product, which will be controlled by the Group and have a

probable benefit exceeding the cost beyond one year, are recognised as an intangible asset. Associated costs include staff costs

of the development team and an appropriate portion of relevant overheads.

Expenditure  which enhances and extends the benefits of computer software programs beyond the original life of the software

is capitalised. Computer software development costs recognised as assets are amortised using the straight-line method over

their useful lives. Costs associated with the maintenance of existing computer software programs are expensed as incurred. 

Research and development expenditure is written off as incurred.

IMPAIRMENT OF ASSETS

Carrying amounts of assets are reviewed at each statement of financial position date to determine whether they may be

impaired or not. Assets are shown at recoverable amount, which is the higher of net selling price or value in use.

An impairment loss is recognised when the carrying amount of the asset or cash-generating unit exceeds its recoverable

amount. A previously recognised impairment loss is reversed if there has been a change in the estimates used to determine the

recoverable amount. The impairment loss is not reversed to an amount higher than the carrying amount at which it would have

been shown  (net of depreciation) had no impairment been recognised.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

Financial assets and liabilities are recognised in the statement of financial position when the Group has become party to the

contractual provisions of the instruments.

Measurement

Financial instruments carried on the statement of financial position include embedded derivatives, cash and bank balances,

accounts receivables, interest bearing borrowings and provision for financial liablities. These instruments are generally carried at

their estimated value. The particular recognition methods are disclosed in the individual policy statements associated with each

item.

Trade and other receivables.

Trade and other receivables originated by the Group are stated at cost less provision for doubtful debts.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents are measured at fair value.

Financial liabilities

Non-derivative financial liabilities are recognised at amortised cost, comprising original debt less principal payments and

amortisations.

Derivative instruments

The Group has a power-purchasing agreement, wherein the energy cost is influenced by foreign exchange rates, and United

States and South African production price indices.

Derivative financial instruments are measured at fair value by marking the instruments to market at the financial year-end.

The gains or losses arising in respect of the derivative financial instruments are recognised immediately in the statement of

financial performance.

The gains or losses arising in respect of the derivative financial instruments relating to future cash flow hedges are

recognised directly in equity until the underlying exposure/transaction occurs, or until the future transaction is no longer

expected to occur. Any asset or liability ultimately resulting from the conclusion of a hedged transaction is recognised, at

the initial measurement of the hedged item, incorporating the cumulative gain or loss on the hedge from inception of

the hedge to the time of the recognition of the transaction. Where the initial recognition of the hedged transactions

results in either a profit or a loss effect, the gain or loss from the hedge is recognised in the statement of financial

performance in the same period that the underlying hedged transaction is recognised. Where th transaction is no longer

expected to occur, the net cumulative gain or loss resulting from the hedge is recognised in the statement of financial

performance.

Derivatives embedded in other financial instruments or non-derivative host contracts are treated as separate derivatives

when their risk and characteristics are not closely related to those of the host contracts, and the host contracts are not

carried at fair value, with unrealised gains or losses reported in the statement of financial performance.

The Group does not speculate in the trading of derivative instruments.

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42 GAMAP COMPLIANCE

In the previous financial year, CJMM reported in terms of the Code of Practice (1992) issued by IMFO. This was converted to

GAMAP in the current year. The UACs report in compliance with GAAP. The necessary adjustments have been made to ensure

the UACs’ financial results would be compliant with GAMAP. However, the relevant CJMM numbers for 2003 have not been

restated as, in certain cases, the information is not available and in other circumstances is not comparable.

As a result of the adoption of compliance with The Municipal Finance Management Act, which requires that financial

statements be reported utilising GAMAP, the basis of reporting has been altered fundamentally. In terms of the transitional

provisions, referred to in the Standard of Generally Recognised Accounting Practice 3, the changes in policy have been

implemented prospectively, with effect from 1 July 2003. The most important changes in policy are:

• In prior years, the loans redeemed and other capital receipts were not allocated to specific assets. The net book value of

fixed assets has been redetermined based on the dates of acquisition of the assets and their estimated useful lives in line

with GAMAP 17. This redetermination resulted in the net book value and unappropriated reserves increasing by

R582 million. This adjustment takes into account the cost of assets funded out of the Municipality’s own resources, and

government grants and public contributions which were previously fully redeemed/written off on acquisition and which

now have to be restated at their net book values in terms of GAMAP 17. The source of funding has been allocated on a

judgemental basis for each asset on the asset register based on available information. Future Depreciation Reserves (equal

to net book value of the respective assets) were created for assets financed from the Municipality’s own resources

(R1.367 billion), government grants (R97 million) and public contributions (R268 million). These Future Depreciation

Reserves will be released to offset the depreciation impact on the statement of financial performance, in order to achieve

a zero impact on the increase in assessment rates for the municipality.

• Amounts received as advance grant funding for assets by the Group subsidiaries were reported as deferred income, and

transferred to income over the life of the asset in compliance with GAAP. Compliance with GAMAP requires that the

balances be reported as part of the community wealth; and 

• The original funds required by previous statutes have been replaced.

CJMM and its associated UACs provide post-employment benefits to all their permanent employees through three defined

contribution funds and eight defined benefit funds. The following three funds cover more than 57% of the staff.

• e-Joburg Retirement Fund – Defined contribution Only fund open to new staff

• City of Johannesburg Pension Fund – Defined benefit Closed to new staff

• Johannesburg Municipal Pension Fund – Defined benefit Closed to new staff

Details of the City of Johannesburg Pension Fund and Johannesburg Municipal Pension Fund are provided below. It is not

practicable at present to determine the present value of each individual UAC’s obligation, related share of scheme assets and

current service costs for any of the defined benefit funds. Accordingly, all funds have been accounted for using a defined-

contribution basis at the UAC level.

However, full defined benefit accounting has been applied at the Group level in the accounts of the Group for the City of

Johannesburg Pension Fund and the Johannesburg Municipal Pension Fund.

City of Johannesburg Pension Fund

The City of Johannesburg Pension Fund is a hybrid defined benefit/contribution fund registered in 1968 to provide pension

benefits for employees of the Group. It has been closed to new entrants with effect from 1 January 2002. A valuation in terms

of IAS 19 (AC116) Employee Benefits has been performed as at 30 June 2004, the results of which are shown on the following

page.

Uninsured claims and litigation

a) Based on an actuarial valuation, the estimated contingent liabilities amount to R1,048 billion. The

amount is contingent on: the outcome of litigation (actual and threatened) with regard to the

enforcement of claims to certain employee benefits; and the possible  rationalisation of employee 

benefits to a standard basis or bases. R1,1 billion

b) Five Plaintiffs brought action against the Council in the 1990s, arising from major road and other

construction works at the Empire Interchange, around the suburbs of Braamfontein, Milpark,

Cottesloe, Melville, Parktown West, Emmarentia and Richmond. They allegedly suffered damages

as a result of the Council having closed the road temporarily in terms of Section 76 of the Local

Government Ordinance 1939 (Tvl), instead of permanent closure in terms of Section 67. The claims

total R8,6 million plus interest at 15,5%.

Lephunya in his capacity as the former Chief Executive Officer of the erstwhile Northern

Metropolitan Local Council for underpayment of PAYE for employees and skills levy alleged to be

owed by the City.

50 POST-BALANCE SHEET EVENTS

Refuse bins – Pikitup has bought 185 000 refuse bins which have been rented to domestic homeowners in order to facilitate

refuse storage and collection. The funding vehicle is a 5-year operating lease agreement entered into between CJMM and Rand

Merchant Bank which required that the refuse bins be sold to Rand Merchant Bank. A sale-of-bins agreement was entered into

on 3 August 2004 between Pikitup and Rand Merchant Bank. Pikitup will sub-lease these bins from CJMM over a 5-year period.

Revenue Shared Services Centre – Council has approved the incorporation of a new agency, to be called Revenue Shared

Services Centre (Pty) Ltd (RSSC). This agency will administer all billing and debt collection for CJMM and its UACs in respect of

assessment rates and municipal services.

Shareholder Agreement – Johannesburg Water is currently negotiating with CJMM for an amendment to the Shareholder

Agreement between the two parties. The intent is that the provisions governing the subordination of shareholder loans be

amended such that subordination will be mandatory, at debt equity levels of 60:40 or higher.

Hursthill sub-station – City Power suffered a major incident at it’s Hursthill sub-station in November 2004. Owing to the

complexity of the incident, and the, as yet undetermined, possible consequences, the following summary of facts, as known at

this time is provided:

• As well as physical asset damage and environmental impairment, there is possible public-liability exposure owing to the

lengthy period of power-supply interruption;

• At this juncture, owing to the complexity of the incident, it is not possible to do more than speculate on the cause of

the event;

• Similarly, the financial impact of the event cannot be reasonably estimated at this juncture. However, evaluations being

conducted by professional entities indicate that the quantum will be material; and

• It should be noted that the occurrence is an insurable event, and is accordingly fully covered by the risk-financing structures

of the Group and City Power.

Huddle Park – Council has issued a tender for the sale of the Huddle Park Golf Course.
